· Hanzen Broadcasting Company (KGAS) will be live streaming the competition.

·  Vendors will be set up next to the entrance to the stadium, south of the press box.

· When your band leaves for warm-up, your chaperons/bus drivers may walk to the front gate and enter through the main gate with the passes provided.
· Dressing and restrooms will be available in the fine arts and coliseum facilities (a monitor will escort you to this area and answer any questions that you may have on site). You must supervise your students while they are in the building. Students must stay in the upper concourse of the coliseum if dressing there.
